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Course Description

Clinical educators play an integral role in educating future Physical Therapists (PTs) and Physical Therapist Assistants (PTAs). The purpose of this course is to further develop the skills of clinical educators to meet the demands associated with contemporary practice. Early on, a panel discussion of common contemporary issues that occur within the clinical site will define the need for change in mentoring students. Experts within clinical education (i.e., DCE, CCCE, & Administrator) will share updated perspectives concerning teaching, evaluating, supervising, and managing PT and PTA students within today’s challenging environment.

9. Develop ideas for use in advancing site programming for clinical education.
